Age Distribution of Costs

This table showed that the cost of autism spiked between ages 23 and 28 and steadily declined over the lifespan.

Age Distribution of Medical Costs

This table showed that costs spiked at age three and declined rapidly until age twenty to twenty-one.  Costs were then consistent until age 63.

Age Distribution of Nonmedical Costs

This graph shows that costs spiked from ages three to eight then steadily decreased. The costs spiked ate age twenty three and steadily declined until age 63.
Age Distribution of Lost Productivity

The graph shows that costs for “Not own Indirect” spiked from ages three to five then began to decline until age thirty three. The graph showed that “Own Indirect” costs didn’t rise until age twenty-three then spiked until age twenty-eight. From age Twenty-eight the cost declined until age fifty-eight.
